Eco-friendly taxis boost Boston’s Green image
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Boston, MA--Tomorrow the City of Boston will officially welcome Boston Pedicab as a fully licensed taxi service at a ceremony at 12pm at O’Day Park in the South End. 

Hackney licenses will be handed out to Boston Pedicab’s 17 rickshaws, making it the city’s first fully-licensed pedal-powered taxi service.
